1. Approval of April minutes

2. Financial Report

3. CACCN MB Chapter Recognition Award
Guidelines reviewed & minor changes made;
-Under application process, change ‘A application’ to ‘An application’.

-Under application of policy #3, change to read “The candidate must secure a permanent position of a 0.7 EFT or greater in one of the Critical Care Units within the Province of Manitoba”. (delete the WRHA).

- In the first paragraph, page 1, last sentence, change to read “The recipient will receive a paid one year membership to CACCN”. 

- Under application of policy #4, delete the date. 

- On page 2 of the application, part II, the note: change typo of candadite’s to candidate’s. 

- On page 4 of the application change to read: “I hereby certify that the information is complete and true to the best of my knowledge”. 

It was decided that 2 will be given out per graduating class regardless of the size of class.  Joy had thought that the title could be more detailed to entail who the award is for ie. Clarify it is a ‘new grad’ award.  However, there is a concern this will make the title confusing & long.  To ponder until our next meeting.
4. Edge of Excellence Update

Executive helping
To help with registration Joy & Chris have offered to help with registration during the AGM.  Rhonda discussed issues encountered;
- Do speakers pay?  Consensus was ‘no’.

- Do we give refunds for circumstances that an attendee can not make it ie. A memorial?  Consensus ‘no’, but someone can take their place. 

- Do Edge committee members pay? Consensus is that they have to attend 75% of the meetings, but their work that they had contributed to the planning should be weighed.  One Edge members is insistent on paying although she has put in extra time, but not attended 75% of meetings.  She is not a member of CACCN, so the suggestion was to take that $ for conference registration & put it towards a CACCN membership for her. 

Total registrants including Sponsors, committee members is: 81

Sponsors are totaling 5 with 3 donations of door prizes - total money value of sponsors I'm unsure of - 2 are giving $500 and 3 have not stated how much yet. Rachel Gerstein - research nurse is also approaching some drug companies to donate some funds as well.
It was also addressed at the last Edge meeting that some CACCN members were upset that the executive had their names in the door prizes.  Therefore, this year we have proposed to not have our names in the prizes & make a general statement about this to the members @ the conference. 

CACCN table- Lissa will send Rhonda a picture of the lunch bags to sell to make a poster advertising this for the CACCN board.  The CACCN table does not need to be manned.  Chris will make a poster of the past year (2008-2009) educational events.  Tannis suggested that members that sign up for a membership could be rewarded with a free lunch kit bonus. Idea accepted by all. 
5. AGM

Sandra, Trica & Tannis will not be available on the conference day, so Lissa will read Sandras’ financial report, Rhonda will read Tricas’ report & Chris will read Tannis’ report.  Lissa gave Rhonda an AGM agenda to be printed off.  30 copies of last year’s AGM minutes were printed off.  Lissa will mention @ the AGM that members are invited to meetings & the dates will be on the website.  Trica suggested putting the invitation in the fall newsletter as well. It would be ideal to have the dates ahead of time, but this may be difficult to determine in advance.  It had been suggested that an e-mail mail-out could be sent, however many people do not give CACCN their e-mail addresses.  Joy suggested that Rose could send a one time mail out to these members inviting them to submit their addresses so they don’t miss out on valuable info/alerts, and reassure them that their address will not be given out. 

The ‘member at large’ position will be brought up @ the AGM to be voted upon @ next years AGM, as it will be a change to our constitution. Joy had brought Saskatchewan’s guidelines. In the spring 2010 newsletter the members can be reminded that they will be voting on this @ the 2010 AGM. Lissa & Joy will discuss how they will discuss this @ this year’s AGM.
